1. Look within a week or so of the date of full moon.
2. Betore full moon, look for the daytime moon in the afternoon.
3. After full moon, look for the daytime moon in the morning.
4. Look up! The daytime moon is often up there, even though it
may be pale against the blue sky.

- This is the time interval that the Moon takes to complete its 360° orbit
of the Earth relative to the "fixed' stars.
» The period of the lunar phases @i (the synodic month),
e.g. the full moon to full n@] period,
is longer at ~29.5 days.
- At New Moon, the Moon has extended its orbit for a total of ~390° to
align with the Sun again - thus completing the synodic month.
